LONG WAY TO STRATH

time of 9.30, approximately twenty four cruisers had assembled for todays club ride. 

 

Vulcan Nick led us onto Greenhill Rd and then along Unley Rd and up the twisty road to Windy Point, past the Belair 

pub, eventually arriving at the Blackwood roundabout. We all managed to negotiate this tricky roundabout safely, con-

tinuing on our way through Coromandel Valley, Chandlers Hill, then onto Clarendon Rd which is fairly tight and twisty 

but good fun, which led us to Grants Gully Rd and Clarendon where we all parked in the car park by the primary 

school. The bakery was just over the road where some riders availed themselves of the bakery fare. 

 

Quite a long break at Clarendon. Then setting off again along Kangarilla Rd, Vulcan Nick led us into the Mt Bold reser-

voir, but unfortunately the gates were closed so we all performed perfect u-turns and back out to Kangarilla Rd again.
